RECYCLING GUIDELINES

Recycling areas are next to the dumpsters in Phase 1 (Units 1 - 36), Phase 2 (Units 37 - 72), Phase 3 (Units 73 - 100) and Phase 5 (Units 139 - 166).  In Phase 4 (Units 100 - 138), the recycling area is at the opposite end of the carport from the dumpster. Each recycling area has barrels labeled for recycling and a cardboard dumpster.
FOOD AND BEVERAGE CONTAINERS

Plastic milk, juice, water and cider jugs (less than five gallons); glass bottles and jars; aluminum, steel, tin cans; plastic lids, bottle caps, deli and take-out containers; yogurt cups, butter tubs, etc. Rinse clean; remove labels; crush to flatten. NO napkins, paper plates, paper cups. NO waxed cardboard like milk cartons. NO motor oil or cooking oil containers.   NO plastic bags and Styrofoam.
DON'T PUT CONTAINERS INTO PLASTIC BAGS BEFORE PUTTING IN BARRELS.

PAPER AND CARDBOARD

Newspapers and inserts; magazines and catalogs; phone books; paperback books; junk mail; mixed office paper (all kinds/colors); envelopes (windows and clasps ok.); clothing, appliance and toy boxes (all boxes must be flattened).  NO hardcover books, carbon paper or blueprints.  NO egg boxes. If the bin is full, newspapers can be placed in brown paper bags next to the bin. Don’t tie newspapers in bundles.
Carboard dumpster:
Double-walled corrugated brown cardboard.  Remove excess tape and plastic. Remove Styrofoam peanuts and other packing material, excess tape and plastic and put in dumpster.   Flatten boxes and cartons.  If the dumpster is full, lean flattened cardboard against it.
