UNION SQUARE CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION 
RULES AND REGULATIONS 

August 2011
1. TRASH

a. Trash should be put in securely tied heavy duty bags.

b. Bags should be placed inside of dumpster.  Do not at any time place bags or other waste outside of dumpster.

c. Small children should not be delegated to dispose of trash.  The depositor should be readily able to lift the covers.  Please keep covers closed.

d. Please utilize recycle containers.  Be sure to breakdown all cardboard and do not put recyclables into bags before placing them in recycle containers.

2. OUTSIDE APPEARANCE 

a. Anything (boxes, bicycles, toys, statuary, etc.) that could be considered unattractive will not be left outside of any unit.

3. CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS

a. Christmas decorations will be allowed but limited to wreaths and lights on owner’s patio.  There will be no other decorations affixed to buildings or in the common area. 
b. Christmas decorations will be taken down by January 15th. 
4. POSTERS

a. No posters or signs of any kind shall be posted on windows or doors.  This will include any type of advertising.

b. “Open House” signs will be considered on a case by case basis.

5. PLANTS AND SHRUBS 
a. No shrubs or trees shall be plated without written approval from the Board of Directors.
b. Extra plantings must be maintained by that owner and cannot interfere with the lawn maintenance.  There will be no container plantings on Common Area.
c. Once anything is planted, it becomes common property and belongs to Union Square Condominium Association.
6. OUTDOOR FURNITURE

a. Outdoor furniture and grills will be allowed on the patio area.
7. OUTDOOR PLAY EQUIPTMENT 
a. Sand boxes, gym sets, swings, pools and other apparatus will not be allowed.

b. Ball playing, skateboards or Frisbee playing will not be allowed.

c. No basketball hoops will be allowed.

d. No snowmobiles, dirt bikes or ORV are to be operated.

e. Bicycles, tricycles and other pedal powered toys will be ridden only as access in or out of Condominium premises. 

f. Under no condition shall any type of ball be bounced off or thrown against any building.

g. There will be no digging in the common area. 

h. Parents are responsible for making children aware or these rules and regulations.

i. Children are forbidden to climb on the fences, patio dividers and trees. 

8. CLOTHESLINES 

a. No clotheslines shall be strung from any building or trees or on the shrubs. 
b. No clothing, laundry, rugs or personal articles shall be hung from or spread upon any windows, privacy fences or any exterior portions of building or common area.
9. STRUCTURAL CHANGES

a. Any proposed structural changes to the interior or exterior of any unit must be made in writing to the Board of Directors and written approval given by the Board before such changes are made.  Refer to your By-laws Page 14, Article 7.
10. SUPPLEMENTAL HEAT

a. No kerosene heaters or wood stoves will be allowed in any unit.
11. PETS

a. Only two pets per unit (that use the common area) are allowed.
b. All owners must clean up after their pets and dispose of properly.  Dogs shall not be tied out, penned out or allowed to run loose.  They must be accompanied at all times by an adult owner or lessee, and either carried or walked on a leash.  If an owner or lessee has a dog or cat that continually urinated on the shrubbery, the Board of Directors reserves the right to replace such shrubbery at that pet owner’s expense. 
c. Pets shall be walked on the roadways only and not on any grassed or mulched areas.
d. Incessant barking of resident’s dogs will not be tolerated. 
12. NOISE

a. Unnecessary noise and nuisances will not be allowed.
b. The volume on radios, stereos, televisions and car radios shall be kept at a level for the enjoyment of that resident and not to entertain the entire complex.  Children, guests and lessees shall abide by this rule.
c. No outside music will be allowed.
13. PARKING

a. Please ask your guests to park on the guest side of the parking lot.  
b. The following will be prohibited:
1. Any mobile home designed to be used either temporarily or permanently as a residence of living quarters.
2. Any bus which is any motor vehicle used or originally designed for transporting ten (10) or more passengers, whether or not such transportation is for compensation. 

3. Any inoperable, unregistered or uninspected vehicle .

4. Please be advised that it is not permissible to occupy a parking space for the purpose of winter storage unless it is your own numbered space.  In that instance the parking places that are for guest purposes are not for your use. 

c. RV (recreational vehicles) driven by guests visiting a resident will be allowed to park in the guest parking area only, and for a reasonable length of time.  (Longer than one week would be considered unreasonable.) 
d. There will be no vehicles parked or driven on the grass common areas at any time.

e. No unit is entitled to occupy more than two spaces on a regular basis.  There are only seven guest spaces to accommodate fourteen (14) units. 

f. Vehicles must move when the plows are on site.  If a resident is away for an extended period of time, they are required to leave the vehicle key with a neighbor or Director so the vehicle can be moved for plowing.
NOTE:          ANY VIOLATION OF THE ABOVE WILL RESULT IN VEHICLES BEING TOWED AWAY AT THEIR OWNER’S EXPENSE.
14. YARD SALES

a. No yard sales of any kind will be allowed on any area, whether common or private.
15. CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP/OCCUPANCY
a. All owners must notify the Board of Directors at once of an intended change in the ownership or occupancy of their unit.
b. A signed receipt, bearing a lessee’s signature, signifying acceptance of a copy of these Rules and Regulations will be submitted to the Board of Directors by owners or their representatives when premises are rented.

16. LIENS
a. In accordance with the Condominium laws of the State of New Hampshire, failure to pay all assessments, fees or penalties levied by the Board of Directors in compliance with the various rules and regulations promulgated by said Board and the State of New Hampshire, will result in the filing of a lien against the particular unit.

17. STORAGE
a. No storage of any kind will be allowed outside in the common area.

18. OCCUPANCY OF PREMISES
a. The units are designed for one-family only.  City Ordinances state not more than two people to each bedroom.   Basement area is not to be used for sleeping.
19. FINES
a. Owners (as responsible representatives of their guests or lessees) will be fined by the Condominium Association for any infraction of the above Rules and Regulations or the Declaration and By-Laws for Union Square Townhouses recorded with the Attorney General of the State of New Hampshire as follows:

First complaint-- $25.00

Second complaint--$50.00

Third complaint--$100.00 each
