The biggest expense that Union Square has is water bills.  Rates are increasing and all residents are urged to conserve water as much as possible.  

All were reminded the white parking spaces in the lot belong to the Apartment; they are not for Union Square residents or guests.

The roofs will be inspected again as part of the long term plan for capital expenses.

The 2010-2011 budget was reviewed, fees will remain the same.
